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Students devise a solution to strengthen the symptoms prone to excessive loads

A group of students from University
of Bahrain - Civil Engineering
Department, Maher Sheikh
Mohammed harem, Hassan
AlHaraj, Ali Hammad, presented
a new idea on strengthening
external tendons to increase the
moment capacity, shear resistance
and the beam performance to
Strengthening  of  Overloaded
Reinforced Concrete Beams Using
External Post-Tension.

Mahar stated that strengthening
method, is Divided into Passive
and Active. The Passive type does
not introduce any stresses such
as section enlargement. While the

active type introduces stresses
similar to the external post-tension
method.

About the purpose of the presented
study he said: "to find economical
solution for overloaded beams,
they carried out experiments on
real structural members, compare

theoretical results with experimental
ones, and study the efficiency of
the system.

The report discussed strengthening
overloaded beams using external
post-tension method. The main
contents are the analysis and
design of beams, steel fixtures, and
anchors. It was followed by showing
calculation and construction
methodology, discussion of
experimental and  theoretical
results, answering the question
of how to apply the system in real
life, and presenting a case study in
Bahrain.
