The BSE and the GCC Commercial Arbitration Center, headquartered in the
Kingdom of Bahrain, signed a Memorandum of Understanding on Saturday
26 November, 2016 at the BSE headquarters at Juffair.

The MOU was signed on behalf of BSE by Engineer Massoud Al Harmi,
Chairman of BSE, and by GCC Commercial Arbitration Center by Mr.
Ahmed Najem, Secretary General of the Center.

The MOU included several items, mainly on cooperation between the two
parties with regard to organizing training and practical seminars in engineering
arbitration, and development of people engaged in the engineering field
with respect to the culture of engineering arbitration, as well as exchange
of consultations, studies and reports issued by the two parties. The signing
ceremony was attended by some members of the BSE Board of Directors,
and a number of those interested in commercial arbitration.

The Chairman of BSE, Engineer Massoud Al Harmi, expressed his pleasure
for signing the memorandum of understanding between the two parties,
and considered it as an important step in the history of the BSE, especially
that it focuses on qualification of Bahrain and GCC engineers to become
arbitrators. He noted that in addition to signing this MOU, the BSE has hosted
another ceremony for signing a similar agreement with the UAE Society of
Engineers and the Gulf Engineering Union.

Therefore, an invitation was made to
Engineer Mahdi Taher Aljalawi to join the
membership of the board and commence
his tasks as the Director of Members and
Profession Affairs” until the end of the
electoral cycle which ends on the first
quarter of the year 2018.

Mr. Al Harmi explained that the aim of this MOU was to serve as a framework
for developing engineering through activating the role of GCC engineers in
the field of engineering arbitration.
